what to do

*Control your anger and outrage, try to look beyond the words being used.
Determine if the language meadns the same to them as it does to you. It may be
dccepted in their home and neighborhood and is not seen as bad.

*Spedk to the student calmly, say 'I can see that you are upset, otherwise you
would not have said that, let's try not to say that again.”

*Meet in private with the student. Ask the student why they  curse. Explain
that how they spedk outside of school is their business but in school they have fo
respect that others are offended by swearing.

*Create a signal between the sweadrer and you that will remind the student not to
swear and to correct their words without you having fo say it out loud.
Additiondlly, help the student think of other words they can say instead of the
curse words.

*Explain to the student that curse words often make a person look unintelligent
and are not permitted in the workplace, therefore if you work fogether to fix
this habit, it will help them now and in the future.

*Some students swear intentiondlly to get you angry, therefore not reacting and
remdining in control is the best way to deter the cursing.

*For younger grades, read the book “Elbert’s Bad Word" by Audrey Wood. Engage
in a class discussion about the book so the curser can see how other students |
feel dbout cursing. .

what NOT to do

*Do not take the cursing persondl, it likely is a learned behavior.

*Do not fdil to teach the student alternative words to use instead of
cursing, they need something to replace this habit. Try teaching them
insults that Shakespeare uses in his books, it often gets others to laugh
which gets the student the attention they crave.

*Do not reject the student for swearing or treat them like they are
beneath you.

*Do not be so offended by the cursing that you do not control your
reaction, they are looking for the reaction.

*Do not fry to convince the student it is wrong to curse, it might be
dcceptable in their home. Instead, convince them fo control their
cursing when at school and use other words.

*Do not dismiss the cursing and not address it. Spedk to the student
privately and firmly state that cursing is undacceptable in school.
