ELIZABETH CADY STANTON

In May 85I, Susan B. Anthony met Elizabeth Cady Stanton and began a friendship which
lasted over fifty years. Anthony and Stanton inspired each other to fight for change. They
were dbolitionists, activists, and, champions for women'’s rights and suffrage. As a single
woman, Anthony was free of many of the domestic duties that tied Stanton to her home,
which allowed Anthony to travel and make speeches for women's rights. To give Stanton
time to write those speeches, Anthony visited her and helped care for her large family.
She then took the speeches and writings produced by Stanton and traveled the
countryside campaigning for women's rights. On their friendship Stanton said “.we took
turns on the domestic watchtowers, directing amusements, settling disputes, protecting
the weak against the strong, and trying to secure equal rights to dll in the home as well as
the nation”
