First, please print the sorting mat and friendship cards. Please cut out the friendship
cards.

If you are using this activity with a large group of students, I recommend displaying it
on a document camera/praqjector so the whole class can see if.

36 friendship cards are included so in a sfandard elementary class you have enough
cards for each child to have multiple furns.

If playing with a whole class of students, [ like to have students fake turns coming up to
the front of the room, choosing a friendship card, and showing it to the class. I suggest
displaying their card on the document camera so everyone can see it. Then, 1 ask the
child fo explain what they think is happening on the card. Then, the child places the
card on the Sunny Ffriend side of the mat if the scenario shows a positive friendship
choice, OR on the Stormy Friend side if the scenario shows a negative friendship choice.
I like to process each choice with my students and tak through why it shows a Sunny
Friend or a Stormy Friend. If it's a Stormy Friend choice, we discuss what the student
could do better next fime.

If playing with a small group or individual student, the activity can be played the same
way, without the need for the document camera.
