Hello Parents,
We are learning all about Generosity. We defined
generosity as: being kind and giving to others.

Here are some ways you can teach
generosity to your child at home:

Demonstrate generosity. Teaching by example is one
of the most effective ways 1o influence behavior.
During dinner, ask, "Want a bite of my meal? Let me
share it with you”

Volunteer and/or donate to a local
charity or local organization.
Discuss other people’s wants and needs. When your
Q? child says, "I want ice creaml” in the store, you can
reply, “That's what you would like, but what do you
think your brother would like? What freat should we

bring home for him?* This feaches your child to be
aware of others’ needs, not just their own.

*Keep in mind generosity comes in many forms: Giving money, fime,
attention, items/things, skills’/knowledge, showing forgiveness, and

kindness.

SAMPLE ROLE PLAY SCENARIOS

|. Two students are sitting fogether at lunch. One student realizes they forgot their lunch.
