3. Encourage responsibility and independence. When students
complete tasks and make positive choices, they feel valued and
learn to respect themselves and others.
L. Acknowledge respectful choices. Noticing and praising acts of
respect helps strengthen them. A simple “Thank you for speaking
kindly" goes a long way.

By practicing these skills at home, students are better prepared to
navigate friendships, communicate confidently, and contfribute to a
respectful school community.

We defined being respect as showing
consideration, understanding, and regard for people, places, and things. Some ways
you can be respectful at school are sharing, thinking before you speak, following the
rules, listening to your teacher, and taking care of classroom items.
