6 ways to stop bullying and mean teasing.

8 instructional posters are included. Please use these in instruction and
display them in your space.
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Printable Sorting Game:

Both a K-2"d grade and a 3™ — 4t grade version of this game
are included. Please choose the one that best fits the needs and
abilities of your students.

Before the lesson, please grab two brown padper lunch sacks or
gift bags of similar size. Please print, cut out, and glue the *Mean
Teasing” and "Nice Teasing” number one chardcters and labels fo
the front of each brown paper lunch sack as shown in the sample
on the next page. Please print and cut out the 24 scenario cards.

To play, place the sorting bags and scenario cards at the front of
the classroom. Students take turns choosing a scenario card and
reading it aloud to the class (or asking the educator to read it
aloud). I display each card on the prqjector after a student
selects it so that all students can follow along and view the clipart
picture. Then, the student who chose the card places it in the "Nice
Teasing” bag if the statement shows a nice tease, or in the "Mean
Teasing” bag if the scenario represents a mean tease. |
recommend explaining each card to students after the child
places it in the bag and generating a bit of discussion about why
the card represents a nice or mean tease.
