Recommended Sequence:

Review the PowerPoint or digital for Google Slides™ presentation.

Review (and display) the instructional posters with students.

Divide students info small groups of 3-4. Give edach group a few discussion
cards 1o spark a conversation in their group. Once theyre done, groups can
share their findings and ideas with the class.

Choose a worksheet to use with students.

Close the lesson with the exit ticket.

PowerPoint Presentation:

This presentation tedaches students about 3 different sizes of problems and the role
of the school psychologist. It has a surfing theme and the main idea is: "school
psychologists help students ride the waves of life.” First, it teaches students 14

examples of "waves” that can hit in middle school such as anxiety, friendship issues,

peer pressure, body changes, etc. Then, it teaches students about the 3 types of
"waves:” "ripples,” "waves,” and "tidal waves.” The presentation walks students through
the 3 types of waves and provides examples of edach one. It explains that “ripples”
students can handle on their own, "waves” sometimes need support from an adult,
and "tidal waves” always need support from an adult. The presentation also teaches
students fimes when they may need to ask for support with waves.

Then, slide 13 is editable for you to add in your photo, name, contact information,
and a brief description of yourself. You can type directly in the text boxes.

TO ADD IN YOUR PHOTO:

Delete the existing photo. Click on the “Insert” fab — "Pictures” — "Picture from file”
— Choose your picture — Insert. Then, you can resize the photo and drag it info
the frame.

Finally, the presentation teaches students about confidentiality and assures them
that "no one surfs alone.” The last slide asks students o share how their school
psychologist can help them. Feel free to generate a discussion around this.
